God recently allowed me
to see Jesus through the
eyes of someone seeing
Him for the first time.
Having the advantage of
knowing how the story
ends, we can easily for-
get the cost of our re-
demption and the love of
our Savior. Every year we
attend a local church pag-
eant which tells the story
of Jesus from His birth
through His resurrection.
It is a spectacular event,
with live animals and hun-
dreds of cast members in
realistic costumes. The
magi enter the huge audi-
torium on llamas from the
rear, descending the
steps in pomp and maj-
esty. Roman soldiers
look huge and menacing
in their costumes and
makeup.

Of all the years we have
attended, one stands out
indelibly in my heart.

player. She watches as
Joseph and Mary travel to
the Inn and is thrilled
when she sees the baby
Jesus in His mother's
arms.

Later when Jesus, on a
young donkey, descends
the steps from the back of
the auditorium, depicting
His triumphal entry into
Jerusalem, Bailey was
ecstatic. As he neared
our aisle, Bailey began
jumping up and down,
screaming, "Jesus, Je-
sus! There's Jesus!" Not
just saying the words but
exclaiming them with
every fiber of her being.
She alternated between
screaming his name and
hugging us. "It's Jesus.
Look!" I thought she
might actually pass out.

Tears filled my eyes as |
looked at Jesus through
the eyes of a child in love
with Him, seeing Him for
the first time.

My husband's company, located on Price Rd. and Land O’Lakes, would provide
the facilities. We can have up to two offices (maybe more), and the use of a
kitchen, three bathrooms, an enclosed back yard with grass and a large shade
tree.

I will need at least 8 moms to commit to this program so we have two moms per
day to work one day a week (each working mom then gets three days off). If only
4 moms are interested, my husband's company would look into hiring one or
more young ladies of high school or college age to work two or four days a week
with the moms so there are at least two adults present with the kids. But if | get 8
or more moms, it's guaranteed to be free!!

If your child is younger and you believe that he/she would enjoy doing these ac-
tivities and could do them without being in over his/her head, we can certainly
give it a try.

Below are some plants and
flowering plants that are famous
for repelling mosquitos as well
as add beauty and color to your
gardens and porches. The
seeds can be planted directly
into the ground or placed into
pots or purchased and then
replanted.

Marigold

Basil

Simply combine
equal amounts of flat beer,
antiseptic mouthwash, and
Epsom salt .

This mixture is said to
effectively get rid of mosquitoes,
and it is a cheaper and much
safer alternative to commercial
products that contain harmful
chemicals.

The following recipe is a pesti-
cide/herbicide repellant that
you can safely use on plants
and gardens to keep away
other pesky bugs.

Cayenne Repellant
Concentrate

1 unpeeled onion

1 unpeeled head of garlic
1 T. cayenne pepper

3 pints of water

Chop onion and garlic. Com-
bine all ingredients into sauce-
pan. Simmer 20 minutes. Let
cool and store in a jar in the
refrigerator. This concentrate
will keep for a month or more.

To use:

Add 1 tablespoon of concen-
trate in one pint of water in a
spray bottle. Add a few drops
of liquid soap. Shake gently
and spray directly on plants.
